4. The  adjudicators  will  attend  a  meeting,  chaired  by  a  representative  of  the  Rose  Bowl  Committee,  to  produce  short  lists  and  winners  of  the  individual  categories.

5. Adjudicators  will  be  paid  a  fee,  determined  by  the  Rose  Bowl  Awards Committee,  for  performances  attended.

7. Adjudicators  will  return  any  loan  scripts/music  to  the  group,  following the  performance.

AWARDS  CEREMONY  SUB-COMMITTEE  TERMS  OF  REFERENCE

1. The  Rose  Bowl  Awards Committee  shall  delegate  to  a  sub-committee  the  responsibility  to  organise  the annual  awards  presentation  event.

2. The  Chairman  of  the  Sub-Committee  will  be  appointed  by  the Rose  Bowl  Awards  Committee  and  will  become  a  co-opted  member  of   Rose  Bowl  Awards  Committee.
